Examples Degree or Certificates under the Common Measures (Youth)

Attainment of a Degree or Certificate is, of those enrolled in education (at the date of participation or at any point during the program): The number of participants who attain a diploma, GED, or certificate by the end of the third quarter after the exit quarter divided by the number of participants who exit during the quarter. (Under common measures Degree or Certificate is defined as follows: The term diploma means any credential that the state education agency accepts as equivalent to a high school diploma. The term diploma also includes post-secondary degrees including Associate (AA and AS) and Bachelor Degrees (BA and BS). A certificate is awarded in recognition of an individual’s attainment of measurable technical or occupational skills necessary to gain employment or advance within an occupation. These technical or occupational skills are based on standards developed or endorsed by employers. Certificates awarded by workforce investment boards are not included in this definition. Work readiness certificates are also not included in this definition.)
Degree/Diploma includes:

· High School Diploma

· General Educational Development (GED)

· Associates Degree

· Bachelors Degree

· Other Post-Secondary Degrees

Certificate – Must be awarded by:

· State educational or vocational and technical education agency

· Institution of Higher Learning

· Professional, industry or employer organization 

· Registered apprenticeship program

· Public regulatory agency

· Program approved by the Department of Veterans Affairs

· Office of Job Corps

· Tribal Colleges
