YOUTH COMMON MEASURES


1. Placement in Employment and Education
a. Methodology:  Of those who are not in post-secondary education or employment (including the military) at the date of participation.

b. The number of youth who are employment (including the military) or enrolled in post-secondary education and/or advanced training/occupational skills training in the first quarter after the exit quarter divided by the number of youth who exit during the quarter.
c. Operational parameters

i. Youth who are post-secondary education or employment (including the military) at the date of participation are excluded.

ii. Employment and education status at the date of participation are based on information collected from the individual.

iii. Youth in secondary school at exit will be included in this measure.

2. Attainment of a Degree or Certificate
a.  Methodology:  Of those enrolled in education (at the date of participation or at any point during the program.
b. The number of youth who attain a diploma, GED, or certificate by the end of the third quarter after the exit quarter divided by the number of youth who exit during the quarter.

c. Operational parameters

i. Education refers to participation in secondary school, post-secondary school, adult education programs, or any other organized program of study leading to a degree or certificate (Per the certificate definition in TEGL 17-05).
ii. Youth in secondary school at exit will be included in this measure.

iii. The term diploma means credential that the state education accepts as equivalent to high school diploma.  (TEGL 17-05 clarifies the term diploma).  Diploma also includes post-secondary degrees (associates and bachelors).
iv. Diplomas, GEDs or certificates can be obtained while the youth is receiving services or at any point by the end of the third quarter after exit.

v. Work Readiness certificates will not be accepted under this measure.

3. Literacy and Numeracy Gains
a. Methodology:  Of those out-of-school youth who are basic skills deficient.

b. The number of youth who increase one or more educational functioning levels divided by the number of youth who have completed one year of the program plus the number of youth who exit before completing one year of the program.

c. Operational parameters

i. In-school youth are excluded from this measure.  (In-school is elementary or secondary not post-secondary).

ii. It is allowable to use pre-tests that are administered up to six months prior to the date of first youth service, if scores are available.
iii. This measure is based on the date of first youth service rather than date of participation.

iv. Youth that are determined not basic skills deficient are excluded.
v. When administering assessment to youth with disabilities, reasonable accommodation should be made.

vi. The measure includes youth who are given an initial assessment but either 

1. do not post-test before exiting, or

2. exit before completing one year of the program.

vii. To be included in the numerator, youth must demonstrate on a post-test that the youth has advanced one or more educational functioning levels beyond the pre-test level within one year from the date of first youth service.
viii. All out-of-school youth must be assessed in basic reading/writing and math.
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
